The Fermilab QuarkNet project is accepting applications for both teachers and high school students for intern opportunities for the summer of 2006.  QuarkNet (http://quarknet.fnal.gov) is a program whereby teachers and students learn about particle physics from some of the field's most active practioners.  This summer opportunity will give the teacher and students the chance to spend 7 weeks at Fermilab, involved in various aspects of particle physics research.  This work will be mentored by one or more active physics researchers.

Student Summer Internships
Our grant has money for up to four high school students to be at the lab over the same period as a mentor high school teacher.  The student’s stipend will be $1500 per student for the 7 weeks.  In the event of partial attendance, the stipends will be pro-rated to reflect the actual number of days attending.  An effort will be made to choose a teacher and students from the same or nearby school, but this is not guaranteed.  Housing and transportation are not supported.  This grant is contingent on having a high school teacher here for the same period as the students.  We expect to fulfill this requirement, but in the event that we are unsuccessful, the 2006 summer program will be cancelled.
Fermilab is the world's highest energy particle accelerator laboratory, currently in the midst of an exciting multi-year data taking period.  The successful teacher and students will work together on an appropriate aspect of Fermilab's core mission....experimental particle physics.  The actual project will depend somewhat on the interests and skills of the involved parties, but in the past they have included: data analysis, operating the detector, computing, WWW work and assembly of detector elements.  Students and teachers will have the opportunity to attend colloquia and lectures on aspects of the laboratory and relevant physics.  The level of these lectures will be appropriate for teachers and high school students.  The start date is somewhat fluid, depending on the availability of the various parties, but will probably be about June 19, 2006
Interested students should submit a letter of interest, a curriculum vita and three letters of recommendation.  Students should also submit an official transcript.  You should also submit a short statement, describing relevant interests and what you hope to achieve by attending.   Application package should clearly state programming experience and known languages and operating systems.  Unlike previous years, one possible project may involve design and creation of a DVD, thus multimedia, artistic and theatrical background will considered.  Depending on number of applications received, a Fermilab onsite interview may be required to make the final selection.  Finally, please indicate an acceptable range of 8 weeks you can attend and also times when you cannot.  Please submit these materials no later than April 1, 2006 to Don Lincoln, Fermilab MS352 DØ, Batavia, IL 60510.  Email inquiries should be sent to LINCOLN@FNAL.GOV.  Application materials will begin to be evaluated at that date and continue until the positions are filled.  Incomplete applications will not be considered.
